1. February’s minutes were approved with minor corrections. 

2. NJLA 2010 Conference program updates: Eleonora reported that Ma Lei will moderate a session. Eleonora will send the evaluation form to the moderators of the sessions. The evaluation form will be collected at the end of the session.

3. 2010 Summer IL workshop  on June 7 at Rider

· Room designation: 

a. Fireside Lounge can take four groups, three of them can use laptops to make presentations in this room. The room will have one laptop (for the main screen/projector in the room), and two other projectors and screens. Two group moderators will bring their own laptops for presentation. The fourth group does not need a laptop and can use a table for the group discussion.  Melissa Hofmann, the librarian from Rider who moderates a session, can help log in guests’ laptops for Internet connection in this room.     

b. Two groups will use two presentation rooms in the same building (Bart Luedeke Center). These rooms have computers that are Internet ready for presentation. 
c. Two groups that need hands-on work during the sessions will use the neighboring building Sweigart Hall class labs. Computers in the labs do not need to be logged in.

· Melissa Hofmann from Rider will be the moderator for the session “Scholarly vs. Popular” with Megan Dempsey.
· There will be 15 minutes transition time between sessions. 

· Eleonora asked to correct the spelling of her name on the program. 

· Eleonora stated that after the introduction session, the moderators will announce who they are and take their groups to the individual locations.

· Ma Lei will put tags on the tables for the groups.

· Ma Lei will provide campus map of the buildings. She will check if layout of BLC is available.

· Eleonora suggested giving the evaluation form during the session. She recommended requesting feedback for the entire day and not on the individual presenter’s styles. Jacqui agreed and said may be a few questions on the individual session and more questions on the workshop format. Jacqui commented that the current questions on the UserEd. eval. form are helpful. Leslie asked members send her questions for the evaluation form. 

· For the NJLA registration, Ma Lei will check with NJLA to see if there can be online registration, early registration, and a discount for the moderators.

· Ma Lei called for two volunteers to help with the registration table on the day. Ellen Parker volunteered and Jacqui will find a member from the VALE SIL Committee. 

4. Jacqui reported her promotion of the IL Progression Standards to the Academic Officers Association (AOA) Committee. She mentioned the letters UserEd and VALE SIL sent to AOA last year and emphasized the point that IL should be separated from technology competency in the GE Goal Categories. And she presented the IL Progression Standards to AOA. Jacqui received very positive reception and AOA members will send the Standards to the General Education Coordinating Committee (GECC) for endorsement.  Jacqui will follow up with Karen Hays (Middlesex CC), the President of AOA, on the feedback of GECC.

5. Leslie directed the group to the Yahoo account http://groups.yahoo.com/group/NJ-ACRL_User_ed. Under Files, there are some useful folders for members to refer to the past minutes, agenda, and program files (e.g. NJLA).  All members in the account can upload files to these folders.
