NJLA Spring Conference Planning Update

· Christine will bring the laptop and recommended that both presentations be added to the desktop for easy access. She suggested presenters assemble early Wednesday morning to finalize any planning or coordination details. 

· Moderators Karen Topham and Ma Lei will introduce committee members and “talk-up” committee charges, services and programs.

· Leslie Murtha passed around the User Education Committee advertisement she created. The ad will be circulated during the NJLA Spring Conference. Karen will xerox 100 copies for attendees.
· Leslie also distributed evaluation sheets for committee review. It was decided the evaluations will cover the entire program instead of individual presenters. Theo will distribute evaluations at the conclusion of each program

ICT Literacy Assessment
· Davida brought ICT trial registration details. The trial expires on March 31. 2007.  She is working on a research study focusing on ICT and welcomes members’ comments regarding the test.

· Members decided to hold our June meeting at NJIT where we can further discuss our experiences with the ICT demo. Karen suggested members take the test at their respective locations, and then notify Davida with possible questions for the meeting. A headcount is will also be needed
· Possible questions include:

· How should the test be used?

· When should the test be given?

· What academic departments/programs will be the most receptive, e.g. nursing?

· What percentage of questions addresses what we teach?

· How might the college use the test?

· Davida commented that the ICT often opens dialog between librarians and faculty

· Davida also requested members submit to her their involvement in their institutions assessment plan.

· Karen brought up the timeliness of the ICT with new Gen Ed model 
· NJIT Parking permits may be needed
