NJLA programs:

· Lynee asked presenters for Assess the Mess: From Immediate Feedback to Summative Assessment  to submit their presentation slides to her  so she can combine them prior to their practice presentation on April 23 at Monmouth.

· Eleonora and Jacqui are working on their presentation.
User Ed Website

· The committee website on NJLA site needs to be updated. Eleonora will ask Mary Mallery at Exec Committee meeting how these updates can be streamlined and whether there is a template for all committees.

· Information to be included: mission, minutes archive, contacts (chair, v.chair, secretary), sponsored programs (links with presentations/handouts) 
· Decided not to include a list of all committee members, but rather to send a letter thanking all active members attending meetings for participation. This will make it easier for members to include committee participation letters in their dossiers. Theo and Caroline will write letters.
June 20 workshop:
· Amy checked into rooms at Brookdale. We can get a classroom holding up to 35 people or a tiered classroom for up to 50 people. Conference rooms have an associated charge.

· Eleonora checked at Monmouth and can get a room for 50 people in the dining facilty with the MU library as co-sponsor. Wireless and presentation capabilities are available. Catering can be used or box lunches. Committee thought this would be a good setting.
· The committee discussed potential speakers, since our first three contacts were unable to present or were too expensive. Eleonora will contact Beth Bloom at Seton Hall and Robert Nelson at LIU. 
· Back-up contact will be Maryellen Weimer (PA) who recently did a program for Learning Times.  
Future Program Ideas:
· Session on how librarians can shift from one-shot sessions to multiple contact with classes. How librarians should collaborate with faculty and build info literacy into other classes. Ellen has done follow-up sessions in the library for several classes. Ruth has done faculty workshops to teach them about databases. Eleonora suggested working through Center for Excellence in Teaching on campus. Jacqui mentioned Patricia Bravick (SC) as a possible speaker at TCNJ, maybe we could offer a program if she came up for TCNJ.
· Davida is working on a Wikipedia assignment with several faculty members. Students write or edit a Wikipedia article, starting with identifying their own topic of interest. Seems to capture student interest. Chris will also be trying a similar assignment. Davida suggested registering on the Wikipedia University Projects page. Jacqui attended a workshop at LILAC and will try to get workshop info. Suggested as a November User Ed program.
Other Discussion:

· Suggestion to create an NJLA speakers list to help committees planning programs. We seem to have a difficult time to find appropriate speakers. A list of potential speakers would be helpful. Similar to METRO.
· As librarians we need to attend and publish outside the library field. Discipline specific conferences and journals will broaden our reach in teaching info literacy skills to our faculty. Partnering with tenure-track faculty to publish or present. One example is College Teaching. 
· Eleonora provided evaluation feedback from the VALE conference in January. User-Ed sponsored sessions received high marks:
· Lynee’s poster session on Clickers in the Library Instruction Session received a 4.1 average ranking out of 5.0
· Creating Chaos in Your Instruction (Chris, Caroline, Ma Lei, Jacqui presenters) received a 4.1 and had the second highest preregistration of any of the breakouts – 71 attendees. Comments: “And, my favorite was Jacqui DaCosta’s talk on the Creating Chaos in Your Instruction session –so inspiring, so witty, and so useful!” “Session Q was quite entertaining and gave me good ideas for how to invigorate my library instruction”
· Lunch Table discussion on Getting Students Involved during Library Instruction (Eleonora, Ma Lei, Caroline moderators) received a 4.4 rating and received the highest interest among attendees – 36 people. 
· Lunch table Infromation Literacy Instruction for Distance Education Students (Lynee) received rating of 3.9.
· Suggestions for topics need to be reviewed for future User Ed meetings.
